The postholder will have responsibility for the management, organisation and delivery of the programme in partnership with Nick Midgley, UCL’s Academic Course Director, Laura Paynter, IPCAPA Business Manager, and a small but committed staff team. 

For this post, you will need enthusiasm for and experience of education and development of child psychotherapy, excellent organisational skills, recent experience in the NHS, including clinical supervision and teaching.  A commitment to the research perspective and the ongoing development of the professional doctorate is also essential. All aspects of trainees’ progress, from recruitment to qualification, including curriculum and staff development, will be the concern of the Clinical Course Director.   A central part of the post will be to have a leadership role for training within IPCAPA/bpf and represent IPCAPA at meetings of the ACP, Health Education England Commissioners and within the bpf structures.
